Don’t say the “D” word.   
I mentioned it once but I think I got 
away with it.  If the kids hear there 
might be dolphins around and not 

see any they will be really disappointed.   
 
We had finally managed to get a whole different crew on 
board Maggie for a shakedown trip.  Mark and Phil had 
taken their kids (and one international student and an 
additional friend) on an overnighter to Mansion house 
then sailing with the rest of the Family on the Saturday.   
 
Sailing from Algies Bay at 17:30 on the Friday evening for 
our first twilight/night sail we arrived in Mansion house by 
18:30.  A quick meal and the boys drank tea and talked 
while the four girls went for a row to see Mansion house 
at night.   
 
The next morning we took some early morning photo’s of 
Maggie and went to pick up the two Ladies from Algies 
Bay.  A morning of good sailing followed, trying different 
sail configurations and learning how to teach other 
people how to set the sails.  Speed record now stands at 
8.7kts. 

We lunched at the 
Coppermine before 
we motored into 
rainy/squally 
conditions.  
 
Looking out over the 
water we saw them, a 
pod of eight dolphins 
(7 common and one 

bottlenose).  They came and played on the bow for about 
10 minutes before heading off to find more food.  Talk 
about lighting the kids up, we had a whole group of very 
excitable youngsters not to mention the adults. 
 
This is the beginning of what we have seen as part of the 
MAT vision.  Taking kids out of their usual environment 
and give them experiences that will stay with them for life, 
to give them the opportunity to understand more of the 
world about them and to create situations that lend 
themselves to teaching life skills.  You can’t raise these 
sails without working as a team.  You can’t run this boat 
without people co-operating. 
 
Prayer is still our greatest request  and prayer to our 
God begins with thanks.  Recent answers to prayer include 
connecting with a marine electrician, a marine engineer 
and boat builder (who has history with Maggie) to assist us 
with the process of getting Maggie into survey.  Another 
key find is several Christian youth workers who share our 
passion. 
 
We are beginning to understand how much people are 
God’s greatest treasure and that relationship is more 

important than what people can do.  We have seen our 
prayer for resource consistently answered as contacts with 
people.  People are the resource we need and in the 
meantime, a good relationships are being established. 
 
Because of our confidence that God does move people’s 
hearts, yours and ours, we ask you to pray with us that the 
next right people will be led to us or we be led to them.  We 
are sure we’ve not yet met all the players on the team.   
 
We believe that this ministry will be funded on time and in 
full so we are still seeking funding for the ongoing set up 
and survey costs.  We are also talking to potential clients.   
 
Please pray for the establishment of sound relationships 
and prompt completion of the survey process so we can 
get fully up and running.
