We are every keen to be introduced to 
people who skippers and experienced crew who can learn 
how to sail Maggie and Moira when she comes into SSM in 
a year or so time.  We need to stress here that it is people 
with commercial and professional skippers tickets that we 
need the most.  And you know them!
