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Getting into survey...  
 
What does it mean to get a boat into survey?  This 
is a process that is managed by the New Zealand 
Maritime Safety Authority (MSA).  The survey 
determines the level of safety of the boat, the 
minimum requirements for it to operate carrying 
fare paying passengers and the limits of 
geographical operation.   
 

The process begins with a full 
set of plans (as built 
drawings) and scantlings (size 
of wood used for the 
construction of the boat).  
These will enable the MSA to 
understand the strengths of 
the hull and superstructure.   
 
This is followed by detailed 
survey of all systems 
including electrics, valves, fire 

equipment, radio equipment, safety equipment, 
size of passageways and a huge list of other 
requirements. 
 
 The MSA will prepare a list of upgrades that are 
required.  These upgrades will be included in a 
maintenance schedule that will be followed under 
the Safe Ship Management program. 
 
Once Maggie is in survey MAT will be able to 
operate as a vessel carrying fare paying 
passengers, we are in business. 
 
Prior to the survey commencing we will complete 
the final payment on Maggie.  There is a final 
$10,000.00 payment in June before the balance of 
the payment is made in July.
